This information needs to reach everyone as soon as possible so please forward it on to everyone, post it up everywhere and ring everyone because it is vital that you all know.

Bex, Luke Elwell, Mark Cooper and Miguel are responsible for creating the DVDs that will be played on a loop at the degree show. 

They consist of the following; 

1. The DVD played in ETG34 theatre with full length versions of the final Video productions.

2. The DVD with 30 second clips of everyone’s work, including photography students, played in the foyer screens.

What you need to do if you’re final project was a video production;

1. Bring the following inside a clearly labelled envelope (or plastic wallet, etc…) to reception before 4pm on Wednesday 20th and ask for it to be put in Bex’s pigeon hole;

a. A digital cut on DV Tape of your final video.

b. 2 copies of your artist statement and personal contact details.

c. A digital cut on a different DV Tape of a 30 second trailer of your final video. Your artist statement and names will be inserted before and after your video so there is no need to put them inside the trailer. Don’t worry if you already have.

What you need to do if you’re final project was photography;

1. Bring the following inside a clearly labelled envelope (or plastic wallet, etc…) to reception before 4pm on Wednesday 20th and ask for it to be put in Bex’s pigeon hole;

a. 1 copy of your artist statement and personal contact details.

b. A digital cut on DV Tape of a 30 second (or less) trailer of your photography project. Your artist statement and names will be inserted before and after your video so there is no need to put them inside the trailer. Don’t worry if you already have.

2. If you have problems getting a 30 second trailer of your photography project on to DV Tape and to reception on time email Luke ASAP at Luke.Elwell@gmail.com . He has kindly offered to make the trailers for the photography students but you will need to provide him with copies of your images, a suitable soundtrack (if you want one) and your artist statement with your personal details before the deadline.
